Try one of the signature 

services such as the lumière massage, a traditional 

Swedish relaxing massage, or the Colorado stone 

massage, a hot stone treatment combined with oils 

to melt away any tension. All services are a choice 

of 60 or 90 minutes. There are also sauna facilities, 

outdoor hot tubs and a fitness center.

Green Initiatives
A commitment to environmentally-friendly prac-

tices is at the core of lumière’s values. Both opera-

tionally and in construction, lumière is a green lux-

ury boutique property. Designed from conception 

to completion to include eco-friendly and sustain-

able materials and systems, the building’s paint, 

adhesives, sealants and carpeting are made from 

low-emitting materials; there is a CFC-free cooling 

system, high-efficiency broilers with radiant heat 

throughout and a super-insulated roof to reduce 

the amount of energy needed. Lumière also offers 

its guests the services of a luxury hybrid SUV while 

in residence, and green cleaning products, recycled 

paper and sustainable laundry programs are used 

throughout the property.

The little bar at lumière: Serving freshly 

prepared sushi, light fare and specialty cocktails, 

the little bar at lumière offers an inviting and re-

laxed atmosphere to grab a quick bite or linger a 

little longer by the fireplace. Signature dishes in-

clude house specialty rolls such as the lumière roll 

with tasmanian crab, tuna, cucumber and avocado 

wrapped in mamenori on a wasabi aioli or après ski 

dishes such as swiss fondue with grissini, gherkins, 

olives and crusty bread.
